The University has been in continuous existence since its
inception in 1635. It was founded by Archbishop of Eszter-
gom Péter Pdzmény during the Ottoman occupation, the
most tragic years of Hungary, to mark an epoch in Hungary’s
history of education and religious culture. Pdzmdny was
convinced that education was the guarantee for the nation’s
survival and mor-als.

The University was moved from Nagyszombat (now Trnava)
to Buda by Queen Maria Theresa. In the spirit of the 1848
reforms, the University became a modern and autonomous
educational centre. After a short period of limitations, it
regained its rights in 1860 to become one of the world’s

finest universities by the early 20th century. In 1921, after
the grisly calami-ties of World War | and the restrictions
imposed on it by the Hungarian Soviet Republic, the Royal
Hungarian University in Budapest was once again named after
its founder, Péter Pdz-mdny, a name used until 1950. This
year the communist state separated the Faculties of Medi-
cine and Theology and founded Edtvds Lordnd University.

In 1993, Parliament recognized and registered the Faculty of
Humanities, established beside the Faculty of Theology still
using Pdzmény’s name, declaring Pazmany Péter Catholic
Uni-versity a state-accredited university.

On 1 February 2012, the faculty was renamed Faculty of

Humanities and Social Sciences to reflect the growing num-
ber of programs in social sciences.

On 1 July 2013, the University Board resolved to integrate
Vitéz Janos Faculty in Esztergom into our Faculty with the
name Vitéz Janos Teacher Training Centre.

Currently, Pdzmény Péter Catholic University has five faculties:
the Faculty of Theology (Budapest), the Faculty of Humani-
ties and Social Sciences (Piliscsaba, Budapest, and Eszter-
gom), the Faculty of Law and Political Sciences (Buda-
pest), the Faculty of Information Tech-nology and Bionics
(Budapest), and the Postgraduate Institute of Canon Law
(Budapest), which also has faculty status.
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The programs we offer in Budapest are available in two locations. One is in the 8th
district, in the heart of the old palace district, near a number of churches, universities
and famous cultural institutions (1 Mikszath tér, Budapest 1088). The other location is

PILISCSABA

Our campus in Piliscsaba is 14 km from Budapest, in a beautiful scenery, in the valley
between the Pilis and the Buda Mountains (1 Egyetem tér, Piliscsaba 2087).

ESZTERGOM

Our campus in Esztergom is in the building of the former archiepiscopal teacher training
school, in the historical city centre, near the Basilica (1-3 Méjer Istvan ut, Esztergom

2500).
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tDUCATION

In September 2006, we adopted the Bologna regime of
multi-cycle education, including BA, MA and PhD levels.

The degrees in this system are mutually acceptable across
Europe with broader opportunities of student and teacher
mobility and of developing competitive and knowledge-
based thinking of European standards.

The first cycle, internationally called BA, is a training form of
six to eight terms (180240 credits).

The second cycle, internationally called MA, is a training form of

four terms (120 credits) which follows and is based on the BA cycle.
The third cycle (doctoral training) is a training form of eight
terms (240 credits) which follows and is based on the MA
cycle, provides scientific training and prepares students to
acquire the PhD degree.

BA applicants can seek admission to BA programs and spe-
cialisation courses in some pro-grams depending on their
academic and high school achievements. BA students can

choose from minor programs and a variety of specialisation
courses in addition to their majors.

The MA programs are available to people who hold at least
a BA degree. The admission crite-ria are laid down in the
training and graduation requirements of each program.
Applicants can choose from our disciplinary MAs according
to their fields of interest.

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DOCTORAL TRAINING
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The faculty offers accredited doctoral training in four academic fields: Literature and Culture, Linguistics, Political Science, and History. The location is Sophianum, Budapest.

Doctoral School of Literature

The workshops of the Doctoral School of Literature rely on our MA programs offering a deeper
insight and helping to achieve new research findings.

The School looks at literature as a form of art from theoretical, historical, and cultural per-spec-
tives and enables students to become thoroughly acquainted with the literature of differ-ent
periods (e.g. Old Hungarian literature) or different languages (English, Arabic, French, Hebrew,
Latin, Polish, German, Italian, Spanish) and to do research in philology, literary his-tory, and
theory. Our PhD graduates can pursue a career in research groups and in secondary and higher
education.

The Head of the Doctoral School is Prof. Emil Hargittay.

Doctoral School of Linguistics

The Doctoral School of Linguistics offers doctoral programs in major core areas of linguistics,
such as theoretical linguistics, including syntactic theory, phonological theory, sociolinguistics,
Hungarian descriptive linguistics, historical linguistics, classical philology, Arabic Studies, Eng-
lish Studies, Germanic Studies, Romance Languages, as well as applied linguistics, including
computational linguistics. While a PhD in most of the above fields primarily qualifies graduates
to do research and work in higher education, a PhD in theoretical linguis-tics also provides com-
petitive skills in research and development.

The Head of the Doctoral School is Prof. Katalin E. Kiss.

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Doctoral School of Political Theory

The Doctoral School of Political Theory offers a doctoral program which is common
abroad including the UK and the USA with an approach to the increasingly important
basics of po-litical theory from two different directions. On the one hand, it builds on
the foundations of political philosophy and the history of political ideology. On the
other hand, it provides some insight into the research methods of the most modern
social sciences, such as political sci-ences, international studies, sociology and commu-
nication theory. It rethinks the traditions of ancient and Christian philosophy in opposi-
tion to current social and political challenges as an opportunity for profound research
into recent problems of politics and for an analysis of the latest political phenomena
in terms of empirical and theoretical political science. A key ele-ment of the training
is interdisciplinarity and the focus on the practical applicability of the humanities and
social sciences.

The Head of the Doctoral School is Prof. Baldzs Mezei.

Doctoral School of History

The Doctoral School of History follows the motto, “He who knows not his past has no
fu-ture.” The school offers workshops in a wide range of topics and research meth-
ods to thor-oughly immerse students in economic, social, and religious history. Our
workshops of ideo-logical history study ancient religions and modern denominations
in addition to philosophical history and visual memory relying on images and works
of art as sources. In each research workshop students can look at the sources that are
relevant to their areas in the original lan-guages for thorough familiarity and new
research findings.

The Head of the Doctoral School is Prof. Sandor Oze.



INTERNATIONAL SCHOLARSRIPS

Our diverse long-running exchange programs and inter-
national dual training scheme have enabled an increasing
number of students and lecturers to complete foreign study
trips and courses.

The Erasmus+ Mobility Program enables nearly 100 stu-
dents each year to spend a term or a full year at some re-
nowned European university, such as the Catholic University
of Leuven, the University of Heidelberg, and the Radboud
University in Nijmegen.

In academic year 2016/2017, we awarded a scholarship to
70 students and supported another 8 for an internship to-
gether with 25 lecturers and 4 staff members for mobility.
Within the program, the Faculty receives a steadily in-
creasing number of students each year. In academic year
2016/2017 we had 115 students and 16 lecturers and staff
members.

The number of our partners is also on the rise from year
to year. Within the Erasmus+ Program we cooperate with
more than 120 universities across Europe, partly because
the Program has been extended to include regions outside
Europe, which has enabled us to develop exchange pro-
grams with Armenia, Syria, Lebanon, Jordan, and Israel.
CEEPUS (Central European Exchange Program for University
Studies) is a network which allows about 30 students each
year to complete a part of their study period at Jagiello Univ-
er-sity (Krakow), Babes-Bolyai University (Cluj) and Palacky
University (Olomouc), to name but a few institutions.

The program relies on network coop-
eration. In academic year 2016/2017
the University was a member of five
networks, acting as senior coordinator
in two (FISH and Habsburg). The net-
works allows the universities of the
member countries to exchange visiting
lecturers and stu-dents, and to manage
language and speciality courses and
summer universities. Also, this type of
mobility offers research scholarships of
1-2 months for writing theses and dis-
sertations. In July 2017, the Faculty ran
a summer university program to host
the students and lecturers of the FISH
network.

In academic year 2016/2017, we received and sent a total of
48 students, lecturers and staff members.

Our MA in International Studies is a dual English language
program which offers a one-year exchange of experiences
abroad. At the end of the two-year program, students re-
ceive a de-gree from PPCU and from our French or Portu-
guese partner.

Our Faculty submitted a successful bid called “Reading in Eu-
rope Today — Reading and Writ-ing Literary Texts in the Age
of Digital Humanities” within the Higher Education Strategic
Partnership Tenders. In each of the three sponsored years

we offer multiple opportunities to both students and lectur-
ers for gaining experiences abroad.

In two consecutive years we ran a successful summer uni-
versity program in collaboration with the Armenian State

Pedagogical University. The two-week course is available to

1015 students from both universities in each other’s coun-
try with overall financial support. The program is open on

both parties’ side for students from other parts of the world.
This year our Faculty hosted students from Japan, Taiwan, Ger-
many, Russia, the Czech Republic, Canada, Portugal and France.

In academic year 2016/2017 we received about 150 interna-
tional students within the above programs. Such students

increasingly make a conscious choice as their peers recom-
mend them our Faculty on returning home. They justify
their choice with the high level of professionalism at the
courses, the diversity and quality of program offering, the
efficient student mentoring network, and the diverse cul-
tural and leisurely activities.

Information on scholarship options is available all year in
the International Office.
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Our Faculty Library is a Church run higher education library open to the public, designed to

serve high standard university instruction and research and to create a background for refer-
ence services. It does this partly by building its own collection, partly by using the databases

of third-party electronic content providers and distributors, and partly by involving our part-
ner libraries in cooperation with the domestic and international library networks.

We have a total of around 300,000 printed documents to which we regularly add the latest

titles of Hungarian and foreign literature. We receive 210 journals every year ordered as indi-
vidual titles. We also offer a wide range of domestic and foreign online academic databases,
both by subscription and by other licences, with full access to thousands of journals through

the Faculty’s network or by remote log-in.

Our agreements with ELTE and Sapientia College of Theology of Religious Orders have
granted Pdzmdny students and lecturers unlimited free access to the their prestigious
libraries in Budapest.

We have a library service point in each of our campuses in Piliscsaba, Budapest and Eszter-
gom. Two thirds of the conventional publications are available on the Piliscsaba campus. Their
subjects cover all programs of the Faculty. The library in Esztergom promotes local courses
with extensive literature of pedagogy and methodology. In Budapest, some institutes and
departments in Sophianum offer off-site collections and our campus in Térogatd dt has mi-
nor reference libraries. Information on the available books is found in an online catalogue.
Some older acquisitions can be searched in a card register.

Our staff are happy to give guidance about our own collections and provide information
about the international library system, help find the right literature, and can offer useful tips

and advice on the use of search systems and databases. For more information on the off-site
col-lections of departments, please refer to the training coordinators.

The library website provides updated information on the current opening hours and
all options that students can use as a source of literature. The catalogue containing the
University’s con-ventional collection and the list of links to online databases and journals
can always be a good starting point for beginning and expanding a literature review.

This event draws the largest crowd to the campus at Pilis-
csaba evoking the atmosphere of former May Days and
Pazmény on the Move events in the Pilis. There are usually
competi-tions between the different departments, cooking
together, and musical and sports events.

Faculty Football Championship
This championship is held each term to match the best
teams all day long.

Department Trips and Evenings

Most departments organise a Department Evening and Trip
once ayear to help students find out more about their fellow
students and meet their lecturers in different situations.
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UNIVERSITY CHAPLAINCY

An integral part of our Faculty, the University Chaplaincy
offers holy mass and special events to students together
with spiritual talks at any time by previous appointment.

The Christian Student Circle (Szész) is a group of volun-
teers under the auspices of the Chap-laincy, organising a
number of events open to all students.

The Faculty Chaplaincy also offers students the Tuesday
evening meetings organised by Fa-ther Feri Pal together
with different self-knowledge and skills development
groups, devotion circles and charity work.

We also run preparatory courses for confirmation and

marriage in small groups as requested.

Our professionals provide pastoral care in topics related
to lifestyle and religious life, helping students to improve
their spiritual, mental and physical well-being, and to
cherish their human relations.

Our regular weekly events and high-profile annual events
aim to help students re-charge in spiritual terms and to
spend some memorable years at the Faculty.
