-Students from EU countries: European Health Insurance Card (EHIC)
-Students from Québec: SE 401 Q 106 form
-Students from non-EU countries: Non-UE Exchange students must take out a health and accident
insurance policy prior to their arrival in France and valid until October 1st of the current calendar
year (Autumn Semester) or March 1st of the current calendar year (Spring Semester).
All students coming to attend the Welcome Program must have their own health insurance
covering them from their arrival to August 20th of the current calendar year.
On arrival
-Students from non –EU countries: mandatory registration to the French Student Social Security
(free of charge).
